Many who 
lost their homes have retreated to tents. Others whose homes are even slightly damaged are also finding  shelter in 
tents because they just can't live any longer in a home with a concrete roof.

..............Transitional homes are going to be provided for them.They will be prefabbed at the assembly hall property. 
Then the pieces will be transported on flatbed trucks to locations throughout the city. 

The pictures below are some of the first of these homes put up in a Kingdom Hall parking lot which will house the local 
Kingdom Hall construction teams who will then construct these "Little Tin Houses"  for our brothers in need. Two 
types are pictured here, 8'x14' for married couples and 12'x14 (which will be the standard homes built) for single 
brothers. As of March  5th about  20 of these homes have been put together. It is estimated that at least 500 are 

needed so farand will be much appreciated as the rainy season approches.
